Early Reading First (ERF) Prepares
Children For Kindergarten Success

The Waldo County ERF project gained national
recognition by literacy experts and demonstrated
significant gains for children, families and professionals.
These gains include “children being better prepared to
enter kindergarten, both academically and socially”

(Al Pfeiffer, Acting Superintendent, MSAD 34, 2005), “fewer
referrals to special education services” (Sharon Goguen,
Special Services Director, MSAD 56, 2005), “heightened
parent knowledge of and participation in children’s
emerging literacy skills” (Gail Downs, Center for Research and
Evaluation, University of Maine, 2005), “effective professional
development that integrates current research and policy”
(Laura Justice, Ph. D., Curry School of Education, University of
Virginia, 2005) and “intentional classroom environments
that support children’s skill development through
exploration and fun.” (G. Reid Lyon, Former Chief, Ph. D.,
Child Development and Behavior Branch, NICHD, 2003).

OUR WORK WITH CHILDREN

Day Habilitation Services provided home and
community-based support for 15 children with mental
retardation, pervasive development disorder or autism
in developing their social, communication and self-
care skills.

Developmental Therapy Services provided
individualized classroom-based instruction to assist
116 young children in achieving their learning goals.

Children’s Case Management coordinated
services for 103 children with mental retardation or
autism, or who were at-risk for developmental delays.

Early Childhood Inclusive and Early School
Programs provided early childhood education
including emergent literacy skill building, childcare
and early intervention services to 325 young children
at licensed centers in Belfast, Rockland, Searsport and
Unity. Our Belfast and Rockland Centers are accredited
by the National Association for the Education of
Young Children (NAEYC), and our Searsport and Unity
Centers are finalizing the accreditation process.

Early Reading First ensured that Waldo County
children started kindergarten with the skills they
needed for reading and learning success. During the
project’s first two years, 285 children were enrolled in
ten Early Reading First classrooms. 45 early childhood
professionals participated in over 1000 hours of Early
Reading First sponsored training. 103 educators and
community members attended the third Early Reading
First Summer Literacy Institute in August 2005. The
three-year Early Reading First project is a collaboration
of Waldo County Preschool & Family Services, Waldo
County Head Start and Maine School Administrative
Districts 3, 34 and 56.

Four Year Old Programs provided early
education experiences to 90 children from the Waldo
County towns of Belfast, Brooks, Jackson, Monroe,
Swanville, Frankfort, Stockton Springs, Searsport
and Waldo. The program is offered in collaboration
with Waldo County Head Start and Maine School
Administrative Districts 3, 34 and 56.




OUR WORK WITH FAMILIES

Family Counseling Program provided mental
health assessments, play therapy, family counseling
and parent consultation to 98 Knox County families.

Family Support Program assisted 88 Waldo
County families at risk of child abuse/neglect to learn
skills and access resources to better support and
nurture each other.

Parent Education Program assisted 76 Waldo and
26 Knox County families with training and support to
increase family cooperation and positive communication.

SPICE, Family Literacy Program provided 26
families with adult basic education, parenting skills
training and child development information. The
program is offered in collaboration with Maine School
Administrative District 3.

Women, Infants and Children (WIC)
Nutrition Program provided 154 pregnant, post-
partum and breastfeeding women, 141 infants and 325
children with nutrition education, health and social
service referrals and supplemental food vouchers.

OUR WORK WITH COMMUNITIES

Child and Parent Council worked for the
primary prevention of child abuse and neglect
throughout Waldo County. 427 community members
from 23 towns participated in Child and Parent

Day in April 2005. 84 adults gained skills to better
nurture their children during a divorce or separation
through the Kids First course. 14 fathers completed the
Nurturing Fathers Program. 38 childcare providers and
other professionals completed the Mandated Reporter
training. 22 professionals attended the workshop,
Exploring The Relationship Between Fathers and Children.

One ME—Stand United for Prevention
worked to reduce alcohol and tobacco use in

Waldo County youth aged 12- 17. Project staff
facilitated activities in collaboration with youth and
community leaders, law enforcement and school
staff to strengthen youth, family and community
protective factors and reduce risk factors. One-ME
is a collaborative project of WCPFS, Waldo County
Building Communities for Children and the Maine
Office of Substance Abuse.
